Safeguard Tree Attachment Belt Assembly Instructions

Step 1: Attach carabiner to the loop of
the belt farthest from adjustment. (PIC)

Step 2: Wrap belt around the tree pass-
ing the carabiner through remaining loop
of belt. (PIC)

Step 3: Pull the belt assembly tight against the
tree. (PIC)

NOTE: Make sure that the tether is placed
above your tree steps, so that in the event of a
fall you will easily be able to climb back onto
your stand.

Step 4: Attach the tether strap of your
harness to the carabiner. (PIC)
